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2011 NRPA Congress Exhibitor Insurance Requirements

Please note that all exhibiting companies must provide NRPA with proof of insurance by submitting a current certificate of insurance 
no later than October  1, 2011.

Minimum Insurance coverage:
All exhibitors shall carry adequate insurance to protect itself against bodily injury (including death) and property damage claims arising from Exhibitor’s participation in the NRPA Congress & Exhibition, including but not limited to (i) worker’s compensation as required by law and (ii) commercial general liability insurance in such amounts as are adequate, but in no event less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) combined single limit for both bodily injury and property damage. 

Insurance policy shall name NRPA as additional insured, shall contain an endorsement that such policy shall remain in full force and effect notwithstanding that the insured has waived its right of action against any party prior to the occurrence of a loss, and shall require the insurer to waive all rights of subrogation against the NRPA. 

Further, said insurance shall include a provision for notification to NRPA at least thirty days (30) prior to cancellation. Exhibitor shall not do any act or thing in the Convention Center which might violate any insurance policy held by the NRPA, the Operator, or any other party regarding the Convention Center. 

If you do not have this coverage in place, we have made arrangements for all of our exhibitors to acquire this coverage at a significant savings by purchasing as part of a group. Please click the link below, complete a short questionnaire and you will obtain this coverage for $65 plus tax.
