· Outstanding contributions to parks and recreation in the form of land, money, services, equipment, labor and other kinds of assistance;
· Effective leadership or counsel in support of a public parks and recreation agency in its programs or projects; and
· Supportive advocacy action on behalf of parks and recreation through involvement in local, state, and/or national legislative activity resulting in the heightened awareness of the benefits of parks and recreation.

· Answers to the questions provided below – nominator provides essays
· Resume, including volunteer opportunities

· Two letters of recommendation only

· Documentation of achievements and contributions

· Any media coverage

· Nominator may only nominate using this official nomination form.  Self nominations will not be accepted.

· Submit no more than two documents (multiple documents may be combined, video links included, however, submit no more than two separate documents). No separate photographs will be accepted.
